Here we are in the midst of the church season called 
Lent, a time pf preparation and of personal repentance.  
Forty days long is our journey reflective of the forty days 
that Jesus was in the desert being tempted by Satan or 
perhaps echoing the theme of our Jewish forebearers as 
they wandered, lost in the desert.  These themes of temp-
tation and being lost are a guidepost for all of us as we 
once again move toward Easter Sunday.  In some ways 
life presents varying temptations to all of us, sometimes 
itôs just that extra piece of pie after supper, but some-
times it can be big stuff.  As we journey through our 
lives, although we know where we are we have become 
lost even in our own homes.   
 
Being lost isnôt always about location, often it is in our 
hard attitudes or our judgments of others.  As we watch 
the evening news we become appalled at the crisis of 
opiate addiction that is rushing a part of our larger family 
toward overdose and death.  Itôs easy to see how lost 
those others are in their peril.  In our lives we donôt al-
ways see our lostness, our movement away from the 
Mystery I call God.  Each movement is untraceable, so 
small as not to be detected.   Maybe we stop reading the 
Bible each day, or we skip a prayer over a meal, or we 
donôt attend church on regular basis anymore. Maybe we 
stop volunteering to help others because we seem too 
busy to help.  And there are a myriad of reasons that we 
move apart from the Holy Other.  Often we donôt ever 
notice the distance, it just happens. 
 
 
 

 
 
The Good News of Easter is that God has not moved, 
God still loves us unconditionally, that God is there in 
the very space we occupy reaching out to us with arms 
and hands, imploring us to come back, to come home.  
For vast numbers of people, that is what Easter brings, an 
invitation to come home to a loving, caring, ever-present 
God.  A God who has shown us how great is his faithful-
ness by offering up his son, our Lord and Savior, as a 
ransom for our souls.  I can hear clearly now the melody 
of that great hymn, ñChrist the Lord has risen today.ò  
Those words are the most encouraging words that we 
may ever hear.   
 
Those words overcome all our temptations and put them 
in place, the devil does not win, the evil one is defeated.  
Those words restore the distance.  The resurrection One 
is in our midst, blessing us and encouraging us.  On East-
er we come to God, open to new possibilities, open to 
accept that unconditional love and to be filled with the 
Holy Spirit.  Of course, in our tradition every Sunday is 
the Lordôs day but there is something oh so special about 
Easter. 
 
To help us prepare for the Victory of Easter, I invite each 
of you to come to our Maundy Thursday service, a ser-
vice of the Shadow wherein we relive the Passover meal 
and the betrayal of Jesus.  We come to that worship com-
plicit to our own failings but with a willingness to 
change.  I look forward to seeing you during Holy Week.
